Our dear Uri Resnitzky died suddenly on November 3rd, 2007, at the age of 42, leaving his father, wife, son, sister and brother in deep pain.  Everyone who knew him including the extended family and many friends can not believe that Uri is no longer with us.
Uri died at the summit of his achievements and it is very difficult, almost impossible for now, to talk about Uri in the past tense. Yet, there is so much to say about him, on his personality and on the many important and beautiful things that he accomplished during his short life.  Uri was known to be a brilliant person who in addition to his outstanding intellectual abilities had a charming personality that reflected friendship, sympathy and heartfelt affection.  His willingness to support a family member or a friend in need and his generosity were always done in discretion and modesty, but were well known to the ones who needed it.
